W E S T W O O D  –  
Drivers are getting some 
relief at the pump as gaso-
line prices continue to ease 
across the Northeast. 

Crude oil and gasoline 
prices steadily declined for 
about a month on building 
anticipation that the war 
with Iran might be nearing 
its end and unfettered prod-

uct flows through Strait of 
Hormuz could resume. 

Tightening invento-
ries of both oil and gas-
oline are keeping some 
pressure on pump prices: 
U.S. crude inventories fell 
by 17.2 million barrels last 
week, reaching the lowest 
level since March 1985, 
according to the Energy 

Information Administration. 
Inventories of gasoline 

also declined by 900,000 
barrels and are now 6% 
below the five-year aver-
age ,  the  EIA repor ted . 
The drawdown came even 
as  gaso l ine  product ion 
climbed 356,000 barrels a 
day to more than 10 mil-
lion barrels a day, the high-

est rate in more than 10 
months as refiners ramp 
up output to meet summer 
demand. 

Total domestic demand 
last week reached 9.21 mil-
lion barrels a day, the high-
est level in three weeks, 
and exports remain elevat-
ed as countries around the 
world turn to the U.S. to 

replace product previously 
delivered via the Strait of 
Hormuz. Over the past four 
weeks,  gasoline exports 
have trended about 20% 
higher than last year and 
oil exports have averaged 
23% higher over the same 
period. 

The average gas price 
in Massachusetts is down 

12 cents from last week 
($4.17), averaging $4.05 
per gallon. 

To d a y ’ s  p r i c e  i s 
44  cen ts  lower  than  a 
month ago ($4.49)  and 
97 cents higher than this 
day  l a s t  yea r  ($3 .08) . 
Massachusetts’s average 
gas price is 13 cents higher 
than the national average.
